Challenge: Holiday Ornaments
Presentation: Dying and Coloring

Last month | wrote W -
about challenging
myself and taking on
new tasks. I've done
plenty of that in the
last month by
practicing the basics
of beads and coves
(which has been more
challenging than | had
imagined), spending
time with other turners,
and reading in magazines and websites to learn
new things.

My adventures have been eventful and
prosperous. | spent a day with Craig Sobel and
Joanie Cole learning about segmented turning,
and | spent the day with Bill Loitz making and
modifying my own tools on the metal lathe.

| was reading an old issue of American
Woodturner, Circa 2004 | think, and ran across an
article that was memorializing a wood turner who
had died from complications of injuries incurred
while woodturning. The article wasn't specific on
what happened so | got nosy and looked it up on
the internet. | found many write ups about it but
nothing specific about her injuries. | did find that
her family chose not to provide the cause in order
to maintain privacy. | am somewhat disappointed
that they didn't say why because | want to make
sure | don't do that. But what they did do was
emphasize re-familiarization with the AAW safety
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rules. | read what they wrote and was reminded of
a few things that | do that are not safe.

One big one is moving my rest when the lathe
is still turning. | see demonstrators do this all the
time, | do it all the time, and just in the last week or
so | nicked the chuck with the end of my tool rest.
The incident was minor although, | had to do a
little bit of fiing on my chuck because | raised a
bur. The potential catastrophe that | averted is
easy to shrug off but, when | think of Joan Gilmer
and whatever might have happened to her, | figure
maybe | should just take the time to turn off my
lathe, reposition the tool rest, and turn the lathe
back on. A very small price to pay!

In researching the safety rules on the AAW
website | ran across an article by Lynne
Yamaguchi who, quite literally, had her face
smashed in by a project flying off the lathe. The
